AVAILABLE FOR THE FIRST TIME ON iTUNES
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In 1963 the legendary manager Brian Epstein said “she’s going to be the biggest star in Great Britain for thirty or forty years.”  Forty-five years later and Cilla Black has surpassed even Epstein’s prophecy and to celebrate this momentous occasion EMI Records, the label which signed Cilla in 1963, is to release everything Cilla recorded for them from 1963 to 2003.  

On September 7th 2009 a total of 11 original studio albums (the first seven produced by Sir George Martin) all digitally re-mastered, containing 134 recordings, which include hit singles, renditions of many popular standards, many Lennon/McCartney compositions (most especially written for Cilla) and other timeless classics will be released for download on iTunes.  These classic albums contain an array of musical genres from pop, jazz, R&B, show tunes, sixties power-ballads, gospel and disco and demonstrate Cilla Black’s versatility as a song stylist.

Her first three albums ‘Cilla’, ‘Cilla Sings A Rainbow’ and ‘Sher-oo!’ were all top ten UK best sellers and these albums, along with the other eight, will contain bonus outtakes, b-sides and rare recordings.  Each album will come with a digital download booklet which contains the original sleeve artwork, liner notes, an interview with Cilla Black and rare photographs from Cilla’s private photo archive.
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Also released in the UK on September 7th is a 2CD/1 DVD set entitled ‘Cilla Black: The Definitive Collection (A Life In Music)’.  This set will include all of Cilla’s 19 Top Forty hits, including her two number one singles, ‘Anyone Who Had A Heart’ & ‘You’re My World’ plus classic covers and essential Cilla tracks including Alfie, Sing A Rainbow, Liverpool Lullaby, Step Inside Love and Surround Yourself With Sorrow.  The DVD will contain over 20 performances many taken from her hugely successful BBC TV series simply entitled ‘Cilla’ – this popular Saturday night TV series ran from 1968 to 1976 reaching, at its peak, over 18 million viewers each episode!
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And as an extra bonus for all of Cilla’s fans EMI have commissioned an album of re-mixes ‘Cilla All Mixed Up’ to be released on the same day which will include fantastic new versions of her Top 3 hit & 1971 ‘Cilla’ TV series theme tune ‘Something Tells Me (Something’s Gonna Happen Tonight)’, which was recently used on the long running Ferrero Rocher adverts on TV.  This track will be released as a 4-track single on September 7th. 
Cilla Black outsold all other British female recording artists during the 60s and was the second most successful act after The Beatles to emerge out of the Liverpool Merseybeat boom. She has to date released 15 studio albums and 36 singles (many of which charted world-wide). She went on to become Britain’s most popular TV entertainer and host two of the longest-running Saturday evening entertainment shows of the 1980s and 1990s - Blind Date (1985–2003) and Surprise, Surprise (1984–2001).
